Evocative Plein Air Colorist

Whether painting in the breathtaking Hudson Valley, near castles in Tuscany or on a warm beach
in Maui, my vision is to capture the brilliance of creation and a love of life.

Setting up the easel out of doors "en plein air" (in open air) allows me to incorporate all the
senses in order to capture what cannot be seen. Intuition leads the way. Rather than focusing
on the details and individual parts of the scene, attention is given to the space between forms.
It is in this space that energy is felt which describes the mood of the piece. Upon hearing the
sounds of nature the cares of the world are erased and | become absorbed into the moment.
With a medium toned gray blue pastel or oil paint | begin to layout a simplified version of the
essential shapes that attract my attention from the myriad of forms available within the 360
degree view. In the next two hours, before the light changes dramatically, nature awaits my
ability to tune into her world. Silence is a necessary ingredient in order to awaken to what is
being offered. The objects in the distance are depicted first and then | begin to work all around
the piece much like a conductor of an orchestra would. Some colors are more muted and quiet
while some are loud so must be left very pure in order to capture a strong sense of depth.
Through the juxtaposition of rich colors and abstract marks, a feeling of energy evolves on the
canvas. My process is slow and methodical as | step back from the easel often to see what each
mark says and where | am guided to place the next in order to keep the work fresh. When a
color mixtures evokes a similar chord as to how the scene makes me feel, when the work takes
on an inner glow and seems to breathe, something resonates deep within me. It is important
to stop at the right moment in order for the magic to be retained.

The painting becomes a vehicle to change my perception of the world. The finished piece allows
me the opportunity to reconnect again and again to the feeling of having a moment in heaven
on earth. The more | paint, the better  am. You may share in experiencing this uplifting peace
filled energy in your space when you include one of my works to your collection.
